RE: HR 4349 (Napolitano): Hoover Power Allocation Act of 2009

Recommended Action
Adopt a position of support for HR 4349.

Background
Since its construction, hydroelectric power generated by the Hoover Dam has been allocated by

an Act of Congress. Hoover power was first allocated by Congress in the Boulder Canyon
Project Act of 1928. In 1984, Congress again allocated Hoover power through contracts with
state, municipal and utility contractors. That contract is set to expire in 2017. The Hoover
Power Allocation Act of 2009 extends the long-term contract for the delivery of power generated
at the Hoover Dam to localities in Arizona, California, and Nevada. This includes numerous
Southern California customers such as the Metropolitan Water District of Southern California,
the City of Pasadena, the City of Azusa, and Southern California Edison. The proposed bill
allows the Hoover Dam to continue to provide power through the year 2067.

The Hoover Power contract renewal allows for long-term, clean energy planning, thus removing
uncertainty and reducing costs to local agencies. It also makes reliable electricity available to
local municipalities at wholesale rates that are much more affordable that purchasing electricity
on the private market. The power supply is primarily used for water conveyance and treatment
as well as for some municipal operations.

The Upper San Gabriel Valley Municipal Water District, Three Valleys Municipal Water
District, Metropolitan Water District of Southern California and County of Los Angeles Board of
Supervisors have submitted letters of support thus far. A sample letter of support is attached.
The bill is currently in the House of Representatives Natural Resources Committee, Water and
Power Subcommittee. It is anticipated that the bill will be read in February. Senator Harry Reid
has introduced an identical version of the bill in the Senate and this legislation is supported by
California Senators Feinstein and Boxer.

On behalf of the San Gabriel Valley Council of Governments (SGVCOG), | want to thank you
for your leadership in sponsoring legislation in the 111th Congress that will authorize a new 50-
year contract for hydropower generated at Hoover Dam. | am writing to convey the SGVCOG’s
support for HR 4349: Hoover Power Allocation Act of 2009 that extends and expands the
Hoover Power Plant Act of 1984.

The provision of power from the Hoover Dam is currently scheduled to expire in 2017. Because
of the importance Hoover Dam represents to communities in California, Nevada, and Arizona,
this legislation will ensure that communities that benefit from Hoover Dam power today will
continue to have access to this source of power well into the future. A balanced compromise has
been agreed to by all public stakeholders in all three states that will ensure a continued power
supply to current beneficiaries while also allowing an opportunity for additional communities to
access this resource.

RE: Housing Committee Report

Major work activities and accomplishments achieved during the last two months include but are
not limited to:

SB 375

SB 375 is the implementation bill of AB 32. This legislation addresses local government’s role
in achieving greenhouse gas reductions through land use changes and the corresponding
reductions in vehicle miles traveled. Recognizing the major impact this legislation will have on
our cities, participants in COG’s strategic planning session identified the development of a
strategy for addressing of SB 375 as an ongoing objective for the agency.

Of particular importance to the SCAG region and the San Gabriel Valley, SB 375 identifies
SCAG as the only MPO with the authority to sub-delegate the development of a SCS or an APS
to its subregions. While the development of a subregional SCS may ultimately provide cities
with additional flexibility and customization, issues related to funding and liability made it
infeasible for the majority of subregions to undertake this responsibility. The COG’s SB 375
Working Group, Planning Directors’ TAC, Housing Committee, and City Manager’s Steering
Committee recommended to the Governing Board that, to the extent feasible given funding and
staffing limitations, COG indicate a willingness to engage in a collaborative process. Due to
liability and funding issues, it was not recommended that the COG accept responsibility for
developing a subregional SCS. At the November meeting, the Governing Board unanimously
concurred with this recommendation and authorized the Executive Director to transmit a letter
indicating the COG’s position to SCAG.

A survey of the other thirteen subregions indicated that only three subregions (City of Los
Angeles, Orange County Council of Governments, and Ventura Council of Governments) were
considering accepting formal delegations, and ultimately it appeared likely that only the City of
Los Angeles will take action to accept sub-delegation. All other subregions had indicating that
they would not be accepting formal sub-delegation for the same reasons cited by the SGVCOG.
However, subsequent to that survey, Gateway Cities’ COG Board took action to recommend to
their member agencies that their COG develop a subregional SCS. Gateway COG estimates that
they will need to assess their member agencies $250,000-$750,000, as a starting point, to
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develop the SCS, but that additional funding may be needed. The COG will continue to monitor
Gateway COGs efforts and provide information to our member agencies.

SB 375 Workshop
Currently, SCAG is in the process of scheduling SB 375 workshops in each subregion. Based on
conversations with SCAG staff, it is my understanding that these workshops have two purposes:

1. Ensure that all elected and appointed officials have a basic understanding of SB 375 and
the current conditions in their subregion relative to transportation investments, land use
and economic conditions that will impact future planning efforts, including the
development of an SCS.

2. Measure tentative support/opposition/feasibility of various land use and transportation
demand management strategies (TDMs) that might be incorporated into an SCS.

SCAG is intending to incorporate the initial feedback received from these workshops into the
soft GHG emissions reduction estimate that they will submit to ARB in either March or April of
this year (see “Statewide Target-Setting Process” below). Initially, a workshop was planned to
be held in the San Gabriel Valley on January 28". However, one week prior to that workshop,
COG staff, along with the SB 375 Working Group, still had significant reservations regarding the
proposed agenda. Specifically, there were concerns as to whether the format and agenda items
would achieve the above outlined goals. As a result, COG staff is working with SCAG staff to
reschedule this workshop for late February. It is our belief that this will provide the additional
time necessary to secure an agenda and presentations that lead to a meaningful discussion. Once
a date has been set, the COG will send out notifications to all cities.

City of Industry Affordable Housing Technical Assistance

One of the major areas of focus related to affordable housing in the San Gabriel Valley is the
allocation of City of Industry set-aside funds. Based on prior analysis, it was determined that
the cities in the Valley are not receiving their fair share of these funds. There are several factors
that contribute to this dilemma and the Valley’s ability to successfully compete for and receive
these funds. One of the factors identified is that many of our member agencies lack the
technical expertise to identify and develop affordable housing projects and package proposals
needed to secure County funding. In order to address these concerns, the Los Angeles
Community Development Commission (LACDC) developed a technical assistance program to
provide a limited number of cities with consultant services for site identification, feasibility
analysis, developer information, and financing scenarios for affordable housing projects. This
program was approved by the COG Governing Board in May and got underway in July.

LACDC continues to provide technical assistance to four member agencies (Azusa, La Puente,
San Dimas, and South ElI Monte). This program, developed in coordination with the COG
Housing Committee, provides consultant services for project feasibility and exploration, site
identification, feasibility analysis, developer information, and financing scenarios for affordable
housing projects. Working with the consultant, the City of Azusa has identified a free-standing
affordable housing project that is potentially eligible for City of Industry funds. The LACDC
consultants will now provide project-specific technical assistance to this effort. They will also
continue to work with the other participating cities to further define projects and identify
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opportunities. It is COG’s expectation that this additional assistance will result in one or more
projects successfully receiving City of Industry funding.

San Gabriel Valley Housing and Homeless Services Coordinating Council
In April 2009, the Governing Board voted unanimously to:

v’ Establish an ad hoc Homeless Services Committee that will spearhead the creation of the

The Foothill Extension project reached a number of major milestones in January,

TENS keeping Phase 2A (Pasadena to Azusa) on schedule to break ground in June
and readying Phase 2B (Azusa to Montclair) for future funding opportunities.

Phase 2A Update

The Construction Authority Board of Directors issues the next round of procurement packages in the
agency’s process to hire design-build-finance teams for the Iconic Freeway Structure (IFS) and
Phase 2A Alignment. The two projects are on separate procurement tracks, and will ultimately have
independent (but coordinated) construction timelines. Below is the latest on both procurement
processes:

Iconic Freeway Structure

Late last year the Authority received Statements of Qualifications from six teams wanting to compete
to build the IFS. In November 2009, the Authority Board deemed all six teams qualified. These teams
received the Request for Proposals (RFP) in late January. Proposals are due in March, with an
anticipated contract award in May.

Phase 2A Alignment

In January the Authority issued a Request of Qualifications (RFQ) for teams interested in pre-
qualifying to bid for the Phase 2A Alignment Design-Build-Finance project (consisting of the track,
stations, crossing, utilities, maintenance and operations facility, etc.). The RFQ is the first of the two-
step procurement process, which will result in a pre-qualified list of teams competing for the work in
spring (a contract award is anticipated in September). More than 150 people attended the Pre-
Submittal Conference on the Phase 2A Alignment on February 5, 2010.

Phase 2B (Azusa to Montclair) Update

In addition to having very productive meetings in Washington DC in late January with federal
legislators working to find the project non-“New Starts” funding; in January the Authority Board also
approved executing a contract with the winning bidder (Parsons Brinckerhoff) to conduct
environmental review of the project. The environmental work will ultimately clear the project under the
California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) and the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA),
preparing it for all future funding opportunities. The environmental work will begin in spring.

As of today, the mandated three Fridays a month furloughs continue. There is a date that they will
end, but the next hurdle is the new budget. In his new budget the Governor has requested State
Agencies to reduce their payroll by 15%. The State Water Board and the Regions are working
together to find a solution to the situation. There may be layoffs. The Los Angeles Region however,
is in a pretty good shape. We have lost a few positions recently due to retirements and other reasons
that have not been replaced as of yet. Hopefully, this will mean the will not be any layoffs from our
Region.

Sad news to report from the Regional Board:

Ouir first order of business at this meeting was to offer a Resolution in honor of Stephen Cain ( you
may recall my last update noted his untimely death in December 2009). This marks the first Board
Meeting without Stephen and it was very evident that we were missing a major component. The
Resolution was presented to Stephen's partner Jim Muller and best friend Vicki Tamoush. As Vicki
said, "What a beautiful, sad, beautiful, beautiful, sad experience."

Update on Underground Tank Storage (UGT) Program:

UST Chief Yue Rong presented the Board with an overview and update of the program. It is amazing
how many storage tank cases our staff closes in a year. The Board commended the entire UGT staff
for their exceptional work.

Update on _Enforcement and SEP Policies:

Reed Sato from the State Board Office of Enforcement briefed our Board on the new enforcement
policies. The Board had several questions and concerns. It was decided that we would invite Mr.
Sato back to discuss portions of this new police piece by piece.

State Board Vice Chair, Fran Spivey-Weber:

Ms. Spivey-Weber updated the Board on many items at the state level. She reported on the Federal
Stimulus Funds for 2009. There were 109 projects in the state. Our region received funding for 17
projects worth $47 million. Most of these projects related to storm water. Some of the recipients
were Hermosa Beach, Gateway Cities COG, City of LA and Santa Monica.

Iltem # 11 Waste Discharge Requirements for County of Los Angeles, Maintenance Clearing of
Engineered Earth-bottom Flood Control:

The County of Los Angeles Flood Control District is seeking authorization for maintenance of the
engineered earth-bottom channels in the reaches of Los Angeles River, San Gabriel River, Santa
Clara River, Malibu Creek and Dominguez Channel. The maintenance is removal of primarily
vegetation and some sediment to ensure sufficient flood water volume capacity and thereby reducing
the potential for flooding in these watersheds during a storm event.

The Waste Discharge Requirements approved require the County to do the following:

Maintain one watershed per year during specific times of the year.

Submit a Work Plan, Best Management Practices, and Feasibility Study prior to commencement of
the work.

Monitoring of water quality is required during studies, and before, during and after maintenance work.



A biologist must be available to them at all times during work to address endangered plants, animal
species and ecosystem restoration.

Iltem #12 Consideration of a Report of Waste Discharge for Malibu La Paz Ranch, LLC.
La Paz Ranch is a commercial development planned in the Civic Center area of Malibu. The major
issues are as follows:

1. The project proponent contends that they have worked diligently to meet the Regional Board's
request for information in support of their application for Waste Discharge Requirements for
the La Paz development project and that they have met the requirements. In addition, they
contend that the Board'’s delay in responding to their application means that their application
was “Approved” under the Permit Streamlining Act. By law this would give them the option of
discharging waste according to their application until such time as the Board issued binding
WDRs.

2. The Board staff contends that they have worked diligently with the applicant to help them meet
the requirements but that the applicant has not yet provided the information necessary to
prepare valid WDRs.

3. The La Paz project is located within the boundaries of the Septic Prohibition imposed by the
Board on the Civic Center area.

Reports from staff were primarily focused on the legal aspect of the "Permit Streamlining Act" and
why staff feels it does not apply here. Staff recommended that a Waste Discharge that prohibits
discharge from the project site and allows staff and La Paz to continue working to submit a new
Report of Waste Discharge for a new Waste Discharge Requirements that will be more
appropriate for the project.

La Paz argued that they had already submitted the paperwork and therefore under the Permit
Streamlining Act they already have an approved report and needed the Board to approve a Waste
Discharge Requirement for their project. The presentation consisted of a detailed explanation of
the wastewater treatment system they are planning on the site. The conceptional plans would
result in close to a discharge free site that reuses virtually all wastewater and reduces water
supply needs.

Following many Board questions regarding how we got to this uncomfortable place, and
comments relating to the fact that the Board did not have all the facts they needed to approve a
WDR as requested by La Pas, it was moved, seconded, and carried to approve the Board Staff's
recommendation. The Board made clear statements that they expect the staff and La Paz to
begin working together and return back to the board with a new proposal for WDRs and a
recycling permit.
