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Conclusion 

 

As shown in Figure 3, the waste management paradigm in California is changing.  These 
strategies are intended to increase diversion and reduce costs for local governments and have 
major implications for how our cities’ will manage their solid waste.  The closure of Puente Hills 
landfill will require reorganization and diversification of green waste management strategies as 
well as continued advocacy for our cities interests.

This meeting will feature a presentation by the California Product Stewardship Council on 
Extended Producer Responsibility (EPR) and local efforts to implement EPR policies and pilot 
programs in the San Gabriel Valley.  EPR takes steps towards a paradigm shift where end-of-life 
product waste management responsibilities traditionally borne by local governments and 
taxpayers are now shared with producers who benefit from product sales and are the only parties 
able to redesign the products to reduce environmental impacts.  The COG is implementing a 
grant from CalRecycle that provides technical assistance to cities and will work with local 
businesses in your community to become take-back locations for used CFLs, fluorescent tubes, 
and batteries. 
 
The California Product Stewardship Council will also give a presentation on EPR at the April 
Governing Board meeting.

RE: Housing Committee Report  
 
Major work activities and accomplishments achieved during the last two months include but are 
not limited to: 
 
SB 375 
SB 375 is the implementation bill of AB 32.  This legislation addresses local government’s role 
in achieving greenhouse gas reductions through land use changes and the corresponding 
reductions in vehicle miles traveled.  Recognizing the major impact this legislation will have on 
our cities, participants in COG’s strategic planning session identified the development of a 
strategy for addressing of SB 375 as an ongoing objective for the agency. 
 
Of particular importance to the SCAG region and the San Gabriel Valley, SB 375 identifies 
SCAG as the only MPO with the authority to sub-delegate the development of a SCS or an APS 
to its subregions.  While the development of a subregional SCS may ultimately provide cities 
with additional flexibility and customization, issues related to funding and liability made it 
infeasible for the majority of subregions to undertake this responsibility.  The COG voted in 
November 2009 not to accept subregional delegation due to these concerns, but rather to utilize a 
collaborative process with SCAG to provide input into the development of a regional SCS.  At 
this point in time, only the Orange County COG and Gateway COG are planning to accept 
subregional delegation. 
 
SB 375 Workshop 
SCAG has organized an SB 375 workshop for the San Gabriel Valley to take place on Monday, 
March 29th from 1:00 – 4:00 pm at West Covina City Hall.  The purpose of this workshop is as 
follows: 

• Provide an overview of SB 375 
• Discuss local projects already being implemented or planned in the San Gabriel Valley that 

are consistent with SB 375 
• Gather feedback from San Gabriel Valley’s elected and appointed officials on possible future 

strategies that may be incorporated into the Sustainable Communities’ Strategy (SCS) 
 
We strongly encourage at least one elected official and one staff member from each city to 
attend.  
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City of Industry Affordable Housing Technical Assistance 
One of the major areas of focus related to affordable housing in the San Gabriel Valley is the 
allocation of City of Industry set-aside funds.  Based on prior analysis, it was determined that 
the cities in the Valley are not receiving their fair share of these funds.  There are several factors 
that contribute to this dilemma and the Valley’s ability to successfully compete for and receive 
these funds.  One of the factors identified is that many of our member agencies lack the 
technical expertise to identify and develop affordable housing projects and package proposals 
needed to secure County funding.  In order to address these concerns and at the request of the 
COG Housing Committee, the Los Angeles Community Development Commission (LACDC) 
developed a technical assistance program to provide a limited number of cities with consultant 
services for site identification, feasibility analysis, developer information, and financing 
scenarios for affordable housing projects. 
 
Over the past eight months, LACDC has provided technical assistance to four member agencies 
(Azusa, La Puente, San Dimas, and South El Monte).  Working with the consultant, the City of 
Azusa has identified a free-standing affordable housing project that is potentially eligible for 
City of Industry funds.  The LACDC consultants will now provide project-specific technical 
assistance to this effort.  They will also continue to work with the other participating cities to 
further define projects and identify opportunities.  It is COG’s expectation that this additional 
assistance will result in one or more projects receiving funding in the upcoming NOFA round. 
 
LACDC staff has reported that a total of $23 million was made available in the most recent 
LACDC Notice of Funding Availability (NOFA) Round 14.  This includes $16 million in City 
of Industry funds and approximately $7 million in HOME funds. To date, 16 applications have 
been received. Of these, the LACDC has recommended ten applications be approved for 
funding. From these, seven are for affordable rental units and three are special needs housing. 
Three rental projects and one special needs project are located in the San Gabriel Valley. 
 
San Gabriel Valley Housing and Homeless Services Coordinating Council 
In April 2009, the Governing Board voted unanimously to: 

 Adopt the regional homeless services strategy, 
 Establish an ad hoc Homeless Services Committee (“Committee”) that will spearhead the 

creation of the San Gabriel Valley Housing and Homeless Services Coordinating Council 
(“Coordinating Council”), and 

 Allocate $15,500 in matching funds for needed staffing resources to support getting the 
Coordinating Council organized and operational. 

Since that time, the Committee has: 
• Secured funding for the Coordinating Council’s first year of operation, 
• Developed a mission statement, guiding principles, and organizational structure, and 
• Developed draft bylaws. 

 
The Committee is in the process of completing a job description for the Coordinating Council 
Executive Director and will begin recruitment for that position in the next two months.  It is 
anticipated that the organization will be operational by July and its status will be presented to the 
Governing Board at that time.

The Foothill Extension – Agreements with Metro and Design-Build-Finance 

Proposals Due in March 

 
In February, staff at the Authority and Metro presented their board members with draft 

term sheets for the Master Cooperative Agreement (MCA) and Fund Transfer 

Agreement (FTA) and received feedback. Over the last few weeks, staff from both agencies have been working 

together to integrate that feedback into the documents and prepare a joint recommendation to the boards for 

consideration at this month’s board meetings.  
 

In March, proposals and qualifications packages for the two design-build-finance procurements are due. 

Qualification packages for firms interested in being short-listed for the $440 million Phase 2A Alignment 

project are due March 23 and proposals are due the next day (March 24) from the six short-listed teams for 

the Iconic Freeway Structure project. 

 

Finally, this month the Authority will be hosting the final two station sign unveilings, as well as three 

community open houses to re-educate the community about the project and construction timing.

In his new budget the Governor has requested State Agencies to reduce their payroll by 
15%.   The State Water Board and the Regions are working together to find a solution to 
the situation.   There may be layoffs.   The Los Angeles Region however, is in a pretty 
good shape.   We have lost a few positions recently due to retirements and other 
reasons that have not been replaced as of yet.   Hopefully, this will mean the will not be 
any layoffs from our Region.  
 
Executive Director's Report: 
Tracy Egoscue reported on a field trip she and Rod Nelson from the Land Disposal Unit, 
took a tour of the LA County's debris basins that are compromised by the fire last fall 
and subsequent rain and runoff. Tracy showed photos of the basin and the destruction 
caused by the recent rains.   It was very clear from the report and photos that LA 
County Flood Control has their hands full and is doing a masterful job in their efforts to 
protect lives and property.   Tracy's purpose for the report was to let us know that the 
County is following all necessary requirements and also to offer our assistance to the 
County.  
The agenda was very light; only one item was heard by the Board. 
 
Item # 13, Oxnard Wastewater Treatment Plant:  
The City of Oxnard is in the process of designing and constructing a facility to further 
treat and the reuse secondary treated waste water for nonpotable purposes.  This 
project is part of their GREAT (Groundwater Recovery Enhancement and Treatment) 
Program.  The City needed to have their plan approved in order to take advantage 
federal funding.   This treatment process will add brine waste to their current 
discharge.   The permit allows for discharge limits based on the design flow of the of the 
treatment plant.   Heal the Bay encouraged us to set the discharge limits based on 
actual flow.   The Board approved the permit as presented by staff.
